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Inspired by Andyôs article from a few newsletters back, regarding his journey in 

angling, I have decided (with persuasion from Andy) to share my own story.  I 

suspect that once I get to the part where I joined Maldon Angling Society I will 

soon go off on various tangents.  I have taken the decision to name individuals 

whom Iôve met along the way, and who have influenced my fishing, so I 

apologise in advance to those I have named or misspelt, but more so to those 

I have omitted.  I have kept a fishing log of every fish I have caught since my 

journey began, but this article is all recalled from memory, as the log now 

spans several volumes, and I am yet to pull them all together in one place. 

I was a late comer to angling relative to some of the youngsters that MAS 

have on their books today.  I hadnôt even thought about fishing until I was 13 

years old as my parents didnôt fish and none of my school friends had ever 

mentioned it.  It was only after I started going that my dad mentioned that he 

used to fish the River Chelmer on Baddow Meads for mud gudgeon (and 

stone loach?) when he was a youngster.  I was always hugely interested in the 

outdoors though and spent many hours investigating the countryside within 

walking distance around my home in Great Totham.  As a result, I had 

discovered Totham Pit. although I spent more time messing about in the 

landfill site next to it, and remember seeing Bog Grove just after it was 

excavated and clay lined, and running down the slope to the bottom when it 

was empty, which was how I knew the corner by the car park was shallower 

than the far-left hand corner where the outflow is situated once it had filled up 

with water.   

Most importantly I discovered the gravel pit, which was more like three lakes 

joined by narrow channels, which I called Seagers Pit as it was next to the 

newly built Seagers housing estate.  This neglected gem was on the opposite 

side of the road to Totham Pit and was already being backfilled when I 

discovered it.  Sadly, it has now been completely filled in, so I will never again 

be able to fish the venue where I first tried the hobby that has enthralled me 

ever since. 

So it was, in 1981 while nosing about around Seagers Pit, that something 

hanging from a tree over the water caught my eye.  It appeared to be a small 

stick with a bright orange end.  My curiosity got the better of me, and I 

managed to retrieve it with a branch.  I now had my first ever fishing float 

along with 12 feet of crinkled fishing line, some split shot and most importantly 

a surprisingly sharp hook. 

I took them home with me, and not being one to waste anything decided to put 

them to good use despite having never tried fishing before.   

Fortunately, dad was growing runner beans at the time and had set aside 

some canes to run them up once they became established. 
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In amongst these canes was an 8-foot-long aluminium tube about half an 

inch in diameter, with no give in it whatsoever, but it was pleasantly shiny 

and lightweight.  I sellotaped the fishing line to the end of it and found a tub 

which I filled with soil before digging up some garden worms to use as bait.  

I was now ready to try fishing for the first ever time.  Seagers Pit was free 

fishing, it may well have been a MAS water in the seventies, but I assume 

the lease (if there ever was one?) would have been terminated when the 

backfilling started.  On old maps the lake was much bigger than it was in 

the early eighties and extended back further towards the road.  I seem to 

recall that my first try was a blank (nothing to write in the log) but I decided 

to give it one more go and was thrilled to catch a stunning stripy fish with 

bright red fins and a spiky dorsal fin that I recognised from my PG Tips 

book of Freshwater Fish to be a Perch.  In fact, it is the largest fish on the 

cover and the last tea card in the album.  As the saying goes, I was hooked 

from that moment onwards. 

I was keen to try again, and Iôm not sure if it was my enthusiasm from 

catching that first Perch, or just the fact that I stopped joining in the other 

activities that my friends were enjoying, that gradually weaned them all onto 

fishing and soon there was a small group of us fishing Seagers Pit with our 

rudimentary tackle.  Names that spring to mind are James Day, Matthew 

Cook, the Barclay brothers (Michael and Kevin) and the Butcher brothers 

(Simon and Matthew). 

The Barclays and the Butchers had the advantage of living in Hall Road 

right on the lakeôs doorstep.  Incredibly I seemed to have a knack for this 

newly discovered angling lark and established myself as top rod within the 

group.  Even when Simon arrived with some proper fishing tackle (that I 

believe belonged to his dad/grandad and he found in his loft/shed/garage) 

and started casting further out into the lake, I still seemed to have an 

unnatural edge by fishing within a few feet of the bank amongst the weed 

and next to the overhanging bushes. 

One of my favourite spots was fishing from a steep bank on the right-hand 

side through the window of a mostly submerged van.  I remember one day I 

had a bite and thought Iôd hooked a monster, only to find I had hooked the 

seat belt!  A swim slightly further round had been built on top of an upside-

down vehicle/trailer and that was always a good spot as well. 

At the end of that first part-season I had managed to catch 49 Perch, which 

was more than four times as many as any of the others, and Iôd really 

enjoyed myself having found a hobby that I appeared to be half decent at. 

Upgrading my fishing tackle was a very slow process but I now had some 

more fishing line which I think had been previously used to fly a kite.   

To house this I built myself a reel out of Meccano!  The spindle was about 

5mm in diameter and if I managed to cast out 20 feet it took me over a 

minute to wind back in again. 

 



 

  

By now I had upgraded the 8-foot aluminium pole by sellotaping rod rings 

to it made out of paper clips.  The strain on the Meccano reel, which was 

attached with two hose clips acquired from my dadôs shed, eventually took 

its toll and the tubular pole snapped just above the makeshift reel. 

I was saved from further embarrassment by the close season, a whole 

three months when coarse fishing never used to be allowed (we are spoilt 

now with all year-round fishing).  I decided it was time to invest some of my 

pocket money, earned washing bottles at the Prince of Wales pub, in some 

new fishing tackle.  I purchased a bait box, landing net, rod rest, disgorger, 

scales and received as a gift from my parents the now legendary 

Woolworths starter kit which included a 6-foot solid glass rod, cheap reel 

(but still a big step up from Meccano), line, two floats including a classic 

perch bobber, split shot (still lead in those days), Mepps spinner and 

hooks.  I also decided to up the ante and join Maldon Angling Society in 

Lasts Sports so I could fish the members only gravel pit on the opposite 

side of the road where, rumour had it, fish that had been netted out of 

Seagers Pit had been re-homed. 

When the 1982-83 season opened I began my long Totham Pit captivation 

float fishing with maggots in the little bay on the left-hand side of what is 

now Hareôs Point.  In those days there were no lilies but plenty of 

overhanging trees.  My minimal end tackle had been carried to the lake in a 

bucket, which I started off by sitting on, but when I caught a fish, I filled the 

bucket with water.  These fish species were new to me so when Iôd caught 

a few I carried the bucket round to the angler fishing on the point and said, 

ñPlease can you confirm that this is a Roach, this is a Rudd, and this is a 

small Tench?ò  He said ñYes, but what are they doing in that bucket of 

water!ò.  I immediately returned the fish and retired the bucket from active 

service when I got home.  I caught Perch on that trip too, but they looked 

really tiny, I now realise looking back that the Perch I had been catching the 

previous year from Seagers Pit must all have weighed around 8 to 12oz. 

Meeting other anglers proved invaluable and I soon adopted what I saw 

working and further upgraded my tackle with a three piece 12-foot float rod 

(I still have it) that made fishing in deep water so much easier.  I added a 

10-foot ledger rod and started buying second hand gear such as better 

reels and early bite alarms such as the Magno (which the spellchecker 

wants to change to Mango and to be honest a Mango would probably have 

been more reliable!).   

This enabled me to fish a static ledger rod while I concentrated on my float 

fishing.  My bait choice expanded from worms, which I could dig for free in 

the garden, to maggots, casters, sweetcorn, bread and luncheon meat.   

Less successful alternatives were cheese and macaroni, but both caught, 

unlike potato which I found to be useless.   

 

 

 



 

 

 
My list of species caught rapidly expanded to include Bream, Pike and 

Crucian.  Trips to the River Blackwater at Station Road and Ricketts 

Backwater added Dace, Gudgeon and Chub too.  The one main species 

missing was Carp, but that all changed when my next-door neighbour at the 

time, Alan Chaplin, joined MAS and said he would take me to Bog Grove, 

which back then juniors could only fish if they were accompanied by an adult 

member.  By now it was stocked and fishing its socks off for Tench and 

Crucian.  He always used a wire stem stick for float fishing, with rubbers top 

and bottom, which struck me as strange as I thought that was a river setup, 

and I was a waggler man, but he caught plenty of fish.  He was almost 

mimicking a pole float rig on a float rod so maybe he was ahead of his time?  

Anyway, I was using the Woolworths rod for this trip and float fishing in the 

edge with a short peacock waggler.  I decided to try a worm and caster 

cocktail and the next thing I knew the float sailed off and the rod hooped 

over bending down to the butt.  After the most powerful fight I had ever 

experienced, I had a 6lb Mirror Carp in my pan net and my love of carp, 

especially Mirrors, was cemented on that day. 

I spent six seasons float fishing, looking back some might say óserving my 

apprenticeship and learning watercraftô but with the introduction of the 

second rod fishing on the ledger I began to realise that I gained more 

pleasure from catching one or two 3lb+ Tench on that rod than I did from 

banging out 50 two-inch Rudd on the float.  The decision was made, starting 

from the 1987-88 season I would become a carp angleré 

I started tentatively as the sudden drop off in action takes some getting used 

to and the temptation to get distracted, especially when fishing with other 

anglers, can lead to misbehaving and an increase in noise levels.  However, 

on rare occasions a shout of ñEither shut up or go homeò across the lake 

from the Chairman Alan Hare kept me on the straight and narrow (little did 

he realise then that I would follow in his footsteps some 35 years lateré).  

To relieve what was viewed back then as monotony, but is now seen as the 

perfect opportunity to watch nature and/or have a kip, I would use boilies on 

one rod but use a bait that was more acceptable to other species from my 

float fishing days on the other rod, such as sweetcorn, luncheon meat, bread 

or a bunch of maggots. 

I still considered it ironic though that when I landed my first ever Totham Pit 

Carp on 4th July 1987 the successful bait was hair rigged treble maggot.  I 

had float fished and ledgered at Totham Pit with maggots for five seasons, 

and never so much as hooked a carp, so this said to me that the decisive 

factor in this capture must have been the hair rig.  That first Totham Pit Carp 

was an 8lb 9oz Mirror. 

My personal best started to creep up slowly with a 9lb 4oz Common three 

weeks later and then a 9lb 9oz Common in early October.  The very next 

day I caught a fish that blew me away.

Whereas nowadays I choose not 

to crowd anglers who are already 

set up and fishing, back then I 

clearly had less scruples as I 

cheekily squeezed into old peg 

19 on the reeds as the other 

swims were occupied.   

This swim was hardly ever 

fished, as it was tiny, and if it still 

existed today it would sit between 

Reeds 2 and Reeds 3.   

Long story short (probably 

already too late for that) I landed 

an impressive orange Mirror that 

had the angler in the next swim  
reaching for his superior scales and taking charge of the weighing.  This was 

the first time I met Les Benjamin, aka grey-haired Les, and also the first time I 

landed a Mirror that I would go on to catch a further nine more times at lesser 

weights.  I had landed the carp that we went on to affectionately call óThe 

Orange Mugô at 16lb 4oz.  This carp went out of its way to live up to its name.  I 

caught her twice in three days on the same bait, but more unlikely than that was 

one of my rare floater captures.  I was fishing in the pond swim, now no more 

than a path at the far end of the lake, when I saw a carp bow waving straight 

towards my chum mixer which it promptly took.  As I was weighing an old friend 

on her eighth visit to my landing net (at 13lb 4oz for the record) another angler 

walked along the path and said, ñHave you got one?ò.  When I said yes and 

showed him the fish on the unhooking mat he said, ñI donôt believe it, Iôve just 

caught that carp fishing round the corner and when I slipped it back it went bow 

waving off in this direction!ò. 

Talking to some of the older regulars they mentioned that one of the largest carp 

in the lake, if not the largest, in the 1970s was called The Clockwork Orange and 

I do wonder looking back if this was the same fish as it looked old when I started 

catching it.  Sadly, she eventually passed away and Sam Gower found her in 

Floaters Bay covered in tadpoles. 

Successful baits from that first season carping were mainly Richworth boilies.  I 

had nine carp on Salmon and Trout flavour, which were a sort of dark purple 

colour.  I thought they were great, especially as one of those nine carp was my 

16lb 4oz personal best, but when I tried to buy another bag, I was told they had 

been discontinued.   

Other successful flavours were Tutti Frutti, Honey Yucatan (I still have some and 

they still smell amazing), Salmon Supreme and Crafty Catcher Strawberry 

Cream.

Not 

to worry I would have another nine future 

opportunities to photograph this carp 

I finished that first season with 

17 carp (12 from Totham Pit 

and 5 from Bog Grove).  The 

Orange Mug was my only 

double, but I came close at Bog 

Grove with a 9lb 15oz Mirror. 

I was reading carp fishing 

books as fast as I could lay my 

hands on them and two of 

those early authors were Kevin 

Maddocks and Rod 

Hutchinson.  Rod was a big 

advocate of particles, and I 

started the following 1988-89 

season using black-eyed beans 

that had been cooked in tomato 

soup.   

I caught on them but boilies  
were still accounting for the majority of my carp and I finished that second 

season on 40 carp (29 from Totham Pit to 15lb 5oz, 9 from Bog Grove to 15lb 

7oz and a couple of scamps from Southminster Pit 7 on a rare away day).  The 

Totham Pit fish included my first three captures of Bismarck, the mighty fully 

scaled Mirror. 

My third season (1989-90) saw me focussing on Totham Pit with 39 carp landed 

from there and just three from Bog Grove which was now becoming increasingly 

tricky.   

 

My first capture of Bismarck.  I caught her 8 

times but never over 20lb 

In a brilliant nine-day spell in October 

I landed Bismarck at 15lb 14oz 

followed the next day by a new PB 

16lb 14oz Mirror before switching to 

Bog Grove for another new PB Mirror 

of 19lb 10oz, a repeat capture of my 

15lb 7oz fish from last season up 4lb 

3oz in weight.  

This carp was eventually moved to 

Totham Pit and nicknamed Nigel after 

Nigel Mansell as it made a habit of 

getting your hopes up only to let you 

down at the last minute (harsh as he 

did win the F1 title eventually), in the 

carpôs case looking every ounce a 

twenty only to weigh in at 19Ĳ lb. 

 

 

 



 

  

 My next (or same) PB carp arrived in 

the 1992-93 season when I landed 

Nigel again, now from Totham Pit, at 

a weight of 19lb 14oz.  Surely my first 

twenty-pound carp wasnôt too far 

away.  I do in fact need to rewind 

here as I had actually already caught 

my first twenty pounder but that was 

a Pike from Totham Pit weighing 20lb 

3oz in February 1987. 

In the eighties it was still a commonly 

held belief that some fish, particularly 

Tench and Carp, hibernated in the 

winter by burying themselves in the 

silt and didnôt feed, so fishing for them 

was perceived to be a waste of time.  

Three weeks after I caught my 

twenty-pound Pike I had another of 

18lb 5oz but an angler by the name of 

Andrew Armstrong (aka Armpit) was  

Almost a double from Bog Grove.  The 

photographer didnôt know that I prefer 

landscape photos to portrait ones. 

was fishing up on the reeds for Carp and catching them in February, apparently 

on neutral Richworth boilies with no flavour added.  This opened my eyes to 

the potential of winter carp fishing, and I was able to capitalise on this in future 

seasons.
